Tets Fujikawa passed away peacefully on June 18.  Tets was a long time faith-
ful and supportive member of the church.

Aldersgate’s overseas mis-
sion project, the Asian Ru-
ral Institute, avoided any 
direct damage from the tsu-
nami but did experience the 
full impact of the 9.0 mag-
nitude earthquake.  Please 
donate through the special 
envelope in Sunday’s pro-
gram bulletin, checks made 
to Aldersgate.

If ever ARI’s emphasis on food self-suffi ciency has been justifi ed, this is it. ARI 
has become a local collection center for relief supplies. From last year’s rice 
crop and store of vegetables, and thanks to its ever-producing chickens, ARI 
has been able to transport much needed food supplies to people in area evacua-
tion centers and hard-hit regional towns.  Please give generously.

Most ARI volunteers were in the fi elds when the earthquake struck and staff 
were able to fi nd shelter. Windows shattered, equipment toppled and shelves 
disgorged their contents in total disarray. The center’s livestock were unscathed.

The men’s (40 person) and women’s (30 person) dormitories came through 
relatively undamaged, though water and electrical facilities throughout the 
campus were severely compromised. Sadly the major structural damage was 
to Koinonia House, the very heart of the ARI program (dining hall, kitchen, 
chapel, recreation, meeting rooms, computer work room). 

The frame of this building has twisted and the lower fl oors are unsafe and the 
whole building needs to be replaced.  Immediate repairs to make the campus 
usable will cost in the neighborhood of $130,000. Replacing Koinonia House 
will require another $2,500,000.
